Edson’s Model 256 Vertical Mount Manual
Diaphragm Pump is a hand pump designed for the
purpose of transfering liquids. With a self priming
suction lift of 15 ft it can lift liquids that are well below
the level of the pump. This feature combined with the
1 1/2” flow thru design make it ideal for pumping liquids
with large suspended solids. “IF IT FLOWS THRU
THE HOSE, IT WILL GO THRU THE PUMP.”

Review the general applications listed on the next
page and you will see that this pump can meet a
broad range of pumping needs.

The 256 drive arm makes it easy to raise and lower
the diaphragm with the 18” handle when the pump is
installed on a vertical surface such as a wall. The
handle socket is oriented parallel to the top of the
pump providing a lower profile. If this drive arm and
handle orientation is not to your liking, consider one
of our other models. There are 3 other versions of
this pump with different drive arm orientations.
